C5tiresand the NCRS Regional Meet at Orlando

On Thursday (1/20/2005) afternoon, Jonathan and | fired up the 2002 206 and headed 631 miles to Orlando for the NCRS meet. The
winter regional NCRS meet has become a regular for Jonathan and myself as we have gone the last three years. The meet was as
advertised with many hundreds of corvettes and muscle cars on display as well as for sale. The large swap meet was a good place to
get parts for both new and older cars. There were even several new C6’s which had been modified for performance by Breathless
performance claiming 11 second quarter miles. Overall a great time as Ralph Adams had his newly finished '71 judged and got top
flight status and Bob Leeds who had his '66 judged..

The real story starts on the trip home. Jonathan and | left early Sunday morning (1/23/2005) for the return trip getting almost to Talla-
hassee on I-10 when my car suddenly shuddered. | pulled off the road immediately and found my left rear tire absolutely flat (the Z06
does not have run flats). | cannot believe how well the Z06 handled coming down from over 70 mph with a flat tire to a stop on the
side of the road. There was no problem whatsoever with control.

As it is almost impossible to see the tire except for the outside, | tried the goop they give you for the tire and the inflator. The goop
went on with some difficulty but once in | connected the inflator and it ran with no effect. | then noticed the goop running out of the top
of the tire. We pushed the car a little and found that there was a tear in the sidewall about 4 and % inches long. No chance for any
repair. | needed a new tire. | called GM service and since | have the extended warrantee (I strongly suggest that any new corvette
without a spare have this option) they called a tow service with instructions for a flatbed to be used on a corvette.

While on the side of the road, two guys passing us with a trailer stopped to help. They were corvette folks from Birmingham taking
their car back from the meet. They stayed with me until we had the GM service folks on the way. Fellow Corvette folks are sure help-
ful. Also during this | was lucky enough to have left before Mike and Bob Leeds who were towing the '66. They were about an hour
behind and after | called Mike, they commenced the search for a tire as they approached. They arrived before the tow truck and de-
cided to go ahead into Tallahassee to see if there was a tire store open.

The tow truck arrived and it was a flatbed with a special dovetail for loading corvettes and exotics according to the driver. The driver
was extremely helpful as he told me that we should take the car to the Tallahassee dealer not the one selected by GM. He had the
name and address so | was able to call GM and get the assignment changed. This turned out to be an invaluable help from the driver.
The driver was very careful with my car and lowered the bed and asked me to drive the car onto the bed since pulling it would damage
the car. My car drove right up without even scraping the front spoiler. The bed was shaped perfectly. The driver took a lot of time to
tie down the car without chance of damage.

We took the car to University Chevrolet in Tallahassee which was closed Sundays but had a full 24/7 security force. Since there were
several C6’s on the lot and one on outside display, | felt ok leaving the car. | was able to park my car near the service bay and have
the guard watch it. The tow truck driver was absolutely right about the dealership. Mike and Bob Leeds met Jonathan and | at the
dealer and we continued the search for a new tire. We quickly found out that there was not an F1 Supercar tire to be had anywhere in
that area of Florida. There were no alternatives available from Firestone, Michelin or any of the others. The tire stores told us that no
one stocks Corvette tires, run flat or otherwise and must order them. An order would take 2-3 days since the tires cannot be over-
nighted due to weight and size. Mike called the folks in NO and got the same story. The Goodyear folks in NO usually keep one set
in stock as they are close to the corvette clubs but it was sold and they were waiting for a replacement order to arrive.

The end of the story is that we were not able to find a tire from New Orleans to Florida and | had to leave the car at the dealership and
return home with Mike and Bob Leeds. Once home, we still could not find a tire so the Chevy Dealer in Tallahassee ordered one from
the distributor and got a three day delivery; ordered on Monday, received on Wednesday afternoon. The Goodyear folks in New Or-
leans told us that this was as good as it gets. | called Hood Chevrolet and they told me that last week they had tried a similar order for
a customer and it had taken a week to get the tire.

The folks at University Chevrolet in Tallahassee were about as good as | have ever seen. They took care of my car, ordered the tire,
had it installed and balanced and were ready for me to pick it up by late Wednesday. | would recommend them to anyone. They even
took care of my column lock recall job while it was there.

Mike Leeds and | drove my Yukon with the Leeds open trailer behind it back to Tallahassee on Thursday to pick up the car. My Z06 is
now back in its garage no worse for wear. | have to thank the entire Leeds family for all their help throughout this with special thanks
to Mike.

The lesson here is that C5 Corvette tires are extremely hard to get fast and if we have any problems on any of our road trips this could
be a nightmare. Mike and | were discussing possible solutions but there are not any easy ones. Corvette forum has a long thread on
this subject as the C5’s are getting to the point where the tires are now going out. The dealers all said that Chevrolet has told them
not to keep the C5 tires in stock but order them as needed from a distributor due to cost. | can just imagine the problems with the C6
tires. This means that any catastrophic tire failure even on run flats will result in a
3-4 day repair turnaround with significant towing charges. It might be wise for us to | 2006 Z06 Can you say 500 hp Viper hunter?
carry one of each type tire on a long trip in a following vehicle if we have one. We
could all save our older tires when they are replaced if they are serviceable for re-
pair occurrences. | know | intend to save mine. Anyway | think we should discuss.

Johnny Knoxville (Luke Duke) was on the set, but | never saw him... It was amazing to see the setups and special camera cars used
for the filming. | did get to meet the Director Jay Chandraskhar and spoke with him about our Feb. 20th event. He is going to try and
arrange a Gen. Lee from the movie to be there.

morning. So, Jimmy was able to get his 69 Red Vette into the movie. He put in a fake roll bar Tuesday night and was all set. Michael
(his son) was going to drive it and Jimmy & | were going to drive some other car. The car we drove, turned out to be a 68 Dodge
Dart with a 440 #55. Jimmy drove on Wed. and | drove it on Thurs.

& Fri. (mostly sat in it or parked it off the track... On Thurs., they filmed some shots from the rear. Than on Friday, they brought in
the special camera cars where the actors are actually filmed inside and pretend they are driving and record the audio.... It seems
they always shoot 6 to 8 takes of each scene. And, they film several different scenes each day from different angles and it is going
to be amazing to see the final edited movie and how it all gets integrated and flows....

After Friday, the 1st unit (actors) were done at State Capital and they said we were done. The 2nd unit was coming in on Sat.
(these are the stunt people). Our 78 Vette was being used, so | decided to return to State Capital to watch the filming... Well, it
turned out, our 78 Vette was being used around Clinton filming some race scenes around the courthouse. So, | didn®get any pics of
it... 1 did stop by the Warner Bros. picture car lot on the way back to Mandeville and spoke with John W. (Mgr of picture cars). He
told me in the last three days, they had rebuilt 10 General Lees that were considered totaled. They were in the process of repairing a
Gen Lee that had tried a jump on Fri. Car only went 82@nd needs to go 150©The lower knuckle on passenger side had dug into the
wood ramp and tore out 6@f plank (kinda acted like brakes). This was with a live stunt driver and landed on concrete by the court-
house in Clinton. The scene will be re-shot, but this time they are building some sort of ratchet device to help launch the car.... |
would like to see that stunt in person... Originally they started with over 30 General Lee®...

It was still fun and our 78 Yellow Vette, Troy® Green Duster, & Winston® Cougar are still with the 2nd unit filming more road racing
scenes & being driven by stunt men. Of the six cars Warner Bros. rented (to go along with the cars they bought) two have blown
engines and one is wrecked. The camaro Jimmy built for Winston and sold to Warner Bros. is still running with 2nd unit and was out
at the track on Sat. It® really been a once in lifetime experience and fun. laddie...
