DOUBLE CHOCOLATE GOOEY CAKE
In a large bowl, combine:
Box of Chocolate Cake Mix (I use Swiss Chocolate)
1 Large Egg
Stick of Melted Butter
Mix until well blended. Lightly grease a 13 x 9” baking pan.
Press mixture into prepared pan and set aside. At this point, | sprinkled a few miniature marshmellows on top of the
mixture, but you don’t have to.
In a stand mixer or with a hand mixer, combine:
8 0z. Package of Cream Cheese, Softened
Tablespoon Cocoa Powder
2 Large Eggs
16 oz. Box of Powdered Sugar
Continue beating until well mixed. Slowly add:
Stick of Melted Butter
Teaspoon Vanilla Extract
Combine until smooth.
Stir in 1 cup of chopped nuts (either pecans or walnuts).
Spread filling over cake mixture in pan. Bake for 40-50 minutes. Do not overcook the cake. The center should be a
little gooey when finished baking. Let cake partially cool before cutting into pieces.
