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National Corvette Restorers Society (NCRS) Judging Retreat

On Thursday February 10", | drove to Rayne, LA and met David Lefeaux (Chairman of the Louisiana chapter of NCRS) and James
Youens (Newsletter editor for Louisiana chapter of NCRS and past chairman) at James’s home. We piled into Dave’s Duelie and
drove to Dallas to attend the first NCRS Judging retreat. The event was held at the Dallas-FW airport Hilton convention center. The
schedule had us spend one long day (starting at 8AM and ending at 6PM) judging some vintage corvettes under the supervision of a
Master Judge and then spend a day in classrooms learning about Corvette Paint, Operations, Assembly, judging rules of the NCRS.
There was a buffet of food drinks and coffee available all day both days and we had generous lunch breaks where we could sample
Texas Barbecue and Mexican food at nearby restaurants.

The results of the retreat was that each person to complete would get 20 judging points which would raise each attendant two levels in
the NCRS hierarchy of judges. This is significant as it normally takes a year to get 10 points.

There were approximately 200 folks from all over the country including Canada in attendance. The attendees were broken up into two
groups. The first group would Judge cars the first day and spend the second day in class. The second group would spend the first
day in class and Judge the second.

On the first day, we were to judge our assigned cars in an indoor facility that had nearly twenty cars from a terrific Blue 54 to a very
clean Red 86. | had selected the C3 years 68-69 (I wonder why) and was assigned to a judging team consisting of myself and James
Youens that judged a 69 400HP 427 coupe, which was Monaco Orange. (Not my favorite color, but a beautiful car none the less.)

The NCRS National Judging chairman for 68-72 (Chuck Berge) play acted as the owner (and did a fantastic job of whining at every
call). There were four teams of two judges each who spent all day crawling all over the car and under it judging all aspects of the
NCRS judging process for Mechanical, Body, Chassis, and Interior, while learning NCRS protocols for protecting the car and address-
ing issues with the owner. At the end of each session, Chuck went over what he saw and gave us suggestions as to how judging
should be done. | have to give credit to the owners who volunteered their cars for this function. The cars were very valuable exam-
ples of vintage corvettes and got the equivalent of eight judging events in one day and eight more in the second day..

The second day was spent in the classroom where experts on Painting systems, Corvette operations testing, Corvette originality judg-
ing, and the NCRS Judging reference guide presented a classroom lecture with time for questions and discussion. John Maggiore
from the Louisiana chapter of NCRS was a lecturer. This was very informative and | personally learned a lot about how corvettes
were built and how they should be restored.

We returned home on Sunday February 13, 2005 and for myself | was tired but very happy with the content and the organization of
the event. Everything went off without a hitch and all were very professional. Each night we went to restaurants together and then hit
the bars. It was a great way to get to know the NCRS folks from National as well as other areas of the country. There are plans to do
this every year so | would encourage anyone who is interested in Corvette Judging or Restoration to Join NCRS and participate in this
event.

Now here® my story...

Jimmy drove the Qualifying Race and with a BLT of 1:29:58 which put me on the pole for the Vintage V8 class Feature race 7th posi-
tion in start of total field. We run three classes at once. Super Production, GTO & Vintage V8. Our Vintage V8 class is the slowest in
this race group. It makes for some interesting racing maneuvering through the field.

After the Green Flag start Byron Rome (Camaro) was on my bumper (never more than 4 or 5 car lengths behind. | would build a lead
on the straight-away and than between Turns #4 to #10 he would make up the time... Than, | would pull ahead between turn #10 to
#4. Than on the 4th lap | saw him going to my inside going into turn #4, that momentary distraction made me go in a little too hard into
turn 4 and the back end start spinning out to my left & off into the grass | went. As the car was spinning, | gave a little gas & the car
did a complete 360, while sliding parallel to the track on the grass & now pointed in the right direction | drove through the grass back
onto the track. Now, this off track maneuver had allowed Byron to pass me, but | was back to maybe 4 or 5 car lengths behind him
going into turn #5. | actually only loss 4 seconds on the lap time (turns 4 & 5 are pretty close together)... Now, | have NO idea how |
was able to do this, but it was awesome... Now, | was off chasing Byron. It took me about a 1& Y2 laps to get into a position to pass
him and | did between turn #11 & #12. From there, | was able to build a little lead over the next few laps. | did get loose a couple of
times and than just made sure | kept him in my rear view mirror... | ended up taking the checkered flag 4 seconds ahead of Byron
and Winston took 3rd place. We both ran our Fastest lap times on the 11th lap and Byron actually ran 1/1000 faster lap while chas-
ing me... | gotta tell ya, it was a Blast ...
