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"Wally and Stan's Great Adventure" 

The following is a recap of my experience purchasing a corvette from an out of state dealer and the trip there to get it. I am calling this 
article: 

For some time now I had been toying with the idea of purchasing another corvette. As many of you know I am fond of the C4 body 
style. I had decided that I would like to own a ZR1. I searched for one on the internet and asked friends of mine what their thoughts 
were concerning the ZR1. After much advise from others I came to the conclusion that it would be a fine vehicle for show and not so 
good for taking trips as parts are not readily available. Since Cindy and I plan on doing more traveling, I turned my attention to the 
ZO6. More internet research and my desire for millennium yellow led me to a 2004 ZO6 located near Lynchburg, Virginia. I contacted 
Wally, whose opinion I greatly respect, and filled him in on the proposed purchase. I asked Wally to join me in picking up the vehicle 
and he agreed to accompany me. My original plan was to rent a car from the New Orleans Airport and leave it in Lynchburg. If I did 
not like the ZO6 after seeing it in person, Wally and I would drive the rental back to New Orleans. After discussing the plan with Wally, 
he later contacted me and informed me that he had acquired an enclosed car trailer from a friend and we could transport the ZO6 
without putting any mileage on it. 

On Thursday, August 17, the adventure began. We left Wally's residence in Mandeville at 6:00 pm in my Yukon XL towing the 24 foot 
trailer. Conversation about my likely purchase filled the night as we drove north. When the conversation lagged the IPOD provided a 
mixture of rock and roll and classical music. All was good with life until we crossed the Virginia state line. An unfamiliar noise began to 
overtake the sound of music. Wally and I looked at each other hoping it was road noise but that was not to be. Fifty miles into Virginia 
and I was losing the rear end of the Yukon. We stopped at a small town gas station in Marion Virginia to discover that our problems 
were just beginning. The rear end was almost bone dry of lubricant. It took nearly two quarts of oil. Hoping that would solve the prob-
lem, we drove off only to discover the noise getting louder. I decided to rent a truck to pull the trailer, put the Yukon in the trailer, drive 
on to pick up the ZO6 and return home. NO RENTAL TRUCK AVAILABLE.  

In conversation with a local mechanic, he informed us of a shop that rebuilds rear ends. We contacted the owner and he said he 
could have our truck fixed by the end of the day. We left the truck with him, rented the only available vehicle in town, a sixteen pas-
senger van, and drove on to Lynchburg where I made my purchase. We drove back to Marion, returned the rental, picked up the 
Yukon at one location, the trailer at another location, loaded up the ZO6 and started for home. OH YES I ALMOST FORGOT. When I 
went into my wallet to pay for the rear end work, I realized I had left my driver's license in the copy machine at the location I pur-
chased my corvette in Lynchburg. I received it two days later by mail. 

We rested overnight in Bristol Virginia and made it all the way to Pearl River Louisiana when the trailer had a blowout. A purchase of 
a new tire was in order. On Sunday the trailer was returned to its owner. 

 Looking back now I could have purchase two round trip plane tickets, inspected the ZO6 and had it professionally transported to Sli-
dell for what I had spent on the trip. I told Cindy that next time I would...., she stopped me. "There will be no next time."  I had no reply 
to her logic.

2009 Corvette Z07 

If the thought of the new 500-hp Ford 
Shelby GT500 Mustang hedging in on the 
505-hp Corvette Z06's territory raises your 
blood pressure, don't despair: Corvette 
chief engineer Tom Wallace has a 650-hp 
trick up his sleeve. A new super Corvette 
will build on the Z06's 7.0-liter LS7 V-8 that 
was developed in sync with the Corvette 
C6.R Le Mans racer. For this limited-
production Vette, which might be called the 
Z07, Chevy will increase the LS7's dis-
placement and bolt on a supercharger to 
bump output by 145 hp. The Z07, due in 
2008, will be further differentiated from the 
Z06 by the use of more carbon-fiber body 
panels and a huge hood vent aimed at 
killing front-end lift. In true Corvette style, 
Chevy will undercut competitors by pricing 
the Z07 at about $100,000. This Corvette 
has been known within GM as the Blue 
Devil, after the mascot of GM CEO Rick 
Wagoner's alma mater, Duke, and also as 
the Sting Ray, but we think they'll go with 
Z07, or maybe Z06.R.   Source:
